If climate change concerns are fairly to be integrated into regular governance activities, or development assistance activities, what kind of intervention is most effective at your government?

(Example: No, they are yet to be fully integrated into other activities. I think it is important to have mention in the 5th Development Plan, which covers activities in all the ministries of our government. Also, it is important that our development commission should take a leading role in addressing climate change. In case of an ODA programme, expert from the Ministry of Environment should be invited in a project design stage to comment on it. )
