
A park plan

National parks contain various land use types from
wilderness to developed areas including local communi-
ties and tourist sites. Agricultural and forestry areas are
also included within park boundaries. Therefore, zoning
system is adopted to control land use within national
parks. National Parks are classified into various areas
for management purposes. The location of park facili-
ties, roads and trails are carefully planned in advance
according to the zoning. These zoning systems are
known as park conservation plans.

A park plan is formulated for each national park to ensure that it is protected and utilized appropriately.
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Park Utilization Plan

Lands are classified into Special Protection Zones,
Class I, Class II and Class III Special Zones and Ordinary
Zones according to natural conditions and utilization
patterns of the park. Special Protection Zones are the
most strictly controlled, and Ordinary Zones the least.
Construction of huts, hiking trails, and visitor centers are
carefully planned in harmony with nature.
The chart below illustrates plans and management in a
portion of the National Parks.
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
