Thailand is in the process of issuing a Notification of the Ministry of Commerce to
regulate the transboundary movement of Y48, pursuant to the Export and Import of Goods
Act, (1979) B.E. 2522. aimed to control Y48 by Prior Informed Consent (PIC) Process
