"Appropriate Waste Management (Promotion of 3R)“
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"The efforts made by Panelists are the basis for us to move towards the 3R and appropriate
waste management and it is very important for us to share their experiences including CDL
(Container Deposit Legislation) in Micronesian countries, Clean School Program in Fiji, etc..
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* It is need to reduce following plastic ,3R, especially to reduce using plastic for
reduction of the pollution of the sea of plastic. In other words, Enlightenment

about the pollution of plastic is Key for this problem.
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-We identified a series of barriers including lack of skilled human resources, difficult
and complex land issues, and lack of financial resources in island societies. The

barrier identification itself is a very important achievement.
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“ It would be essential to build systems not to allow waste remain on islands as much as
though introduction of “3R+Return” concept together with developing capacity of people in
charge of solid waste management in islands.
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Regional 3R Forum in Asia-Pacific ( including follow-up Hanoi 3R Declaration and Surabaya
3R Declaration), J-PRISM (including Establishment a database for local experts to facilitate
more active south-south cooperation), IPLA have been instrumental for the strengthening of
ties among the people and organizations concerned with 3R and appropriate waste
management in island societies.
