grasslands spreading around them.

From early April to around October, the Aso-Kuju
National Park are colored by the diverse flowers which
signal the changing seasons. On the grasslands and
marshes of Aso-Kuju, there are many continental
relict plant species common with the Chinese
mainland—which was connected to Japan during the
Ice Age—as well as northern plants distributed mainly
in northern Japan. This mixture of plant species with
different origins contributes to the diversity of plants
in this area.
