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Summary

The Ministry of the Environment conducted a follow-up evaluation of two competitive funds
implemented by the ministry, the Environmental Research and Technology Fund and the
Global Warming Countermeasures Technology Development Project. In the current fiscal year,
the follow-up evaluation targeted research and development topics that ended in fiscal 2014.

In carrying out the follow-up evaluation, bearing in mind the results of fiscal 2016 follow-up
evaluation consigned work for the Environmental Research and Technology Development
Promotion Project, the ministry conducted self-assessment by evaluated parties
(questionnaire surveys) and interviews of evaluated parties (individual surveys) in order to
gauge the state of use of results after the end of R&D topics (practical use of results, reflection
in environmental administration, contribution to environmental protection, subsequent
progress of R&D, etc.). In addition, on the basis of these surveys, the ministry conducted
studies and made evaluations in the Evaluation Committee comprising 13 experts.

Furthermore, from the perspective of the desirable form of system management, the
ministry discussed and identified matters that will contribute to system management in the
future.
