The E-waste Training Workshop for Asia and the Pacific

Vietnam Environment Administration (VEA), the Ministry of the Environment of Japan (MOEJ), the Secretariat of the Basel Convention (SBC), the Basel Convention Regional Centre for South-East Asia (BCRC-SEA) and the Basel Convention Coordinating Centre for Asia and the Pacific (BCRC China) will co-organize an E-waste Training Workshop for Asia and the Pacific on 10-14 August 2009 in Hanoi, Vietnam, under the Basel Convention Partnership on the Environmentally Sound Management (ESM) of E-waste in the Asia-Pacific region.
